1. Both the Complainant Satchida Nand Jena and Debasis Mohanty,

Additional Tahasildar-cum- PIO, Bhubaneswar Tahasil are present.
Heard and perused the case record. This case arises out of the

complaint petition dated 30/10/2007.

2. This case was earlier heard on 02/09/2008. 1t reveals from the
documents on record and transpires from the submissions of the
parties that the Complainant had sought information in form A
application dated 17/08/2007 ( submitted on 29/08/2007) from the
PIO , office of Tahasildar, Bhubaneswar on action taken by

Government in vacating encroachments over one acre of



government land alongside NH 5 at Patrapada by one Bhramarabar
Barik and alleged that instead of supplying the information, the
Tahasil office, Bhubaneswar was deliberately suppressing the
information and delaying the reply. Further, according to him, the
said encroacher of government land was trying through un&erhand
means to regularize the encroachments and convert them to
leasehold property. Hence he prayed to initiate immediate action as

per Section 18 of the RTI Act, 2005.

The PIO explained on 02/09/08 the details of the case with
reference to their letter n0.1979 dated 30/08/2008 and submitted to
the State Commission that till now no information on the vacation
of the stay orders and disposal of case ( OJC 13143/2000) by the
Hon’ble High Court, Orissa, Cuttack, had been received from the
Advocate General,Orissa,Cuttack. Therefore, they were not in a
position to supply the required information to the Complainant.
This position he stated had been intimated to the Complainant vide

letter n0.900 datd 27/10/07.

The PIO mentioned today that in a subsequent letter no. 35783
dated 04/10/2008 he had informed the Complainant as well as the
State Commission that an application for vacation/modification of
Orders dated 14/12/2000 passed by the Hon’ble High Court in
Misc. Case No.13279 of 2000 had been filed by the Tahasildar,
Bhubaneswar on 08/05/2001 in the aforesaid writ application. A
counter affidavit on behalf of the opposite parties had also been
filed on 04/01/2007 by the Tahasildar, Bhubaneswar. The case has
not yet been listed before the Hon’ble High Court after 30/01/2001
