This case arises out of complaint petition dated 08/01/07 and heard
by the State Commission earlier on 22/02/07, 08/03/07, 13/03/07,
27/04/07, 10/08/07, 16/11/07, 14/02/08, 25/07/08, 25/11/08 and
08/05/09. Although heard analogously earlier with similar cases,

this was taken up separately today.

It is seen from the record that the Complainant had filed form A
application on 25/11/06 in the Central RTI Cell of the Government
Secretariat meant for PIO-cum-Under Secretary, Parliamentary

Affairs Department.

The PIO-cum-Under Secretary, P.A.Department forwarded the
application of the Complainant to the office of Chief Minister vide
department letter n0.9313 /PAD dated 30/11/06 since the subject

matter related to that office.

In reply, the office of the Chief Minister, Orissa vide their letter
n0.2873/CM  dated 01/12/06 indicated that the original
memorandum of the Convener,”Odisha Gotimukti Andolan” dated
23/08/05 which was received from Collector, Puri vide letter
n0.2304/GC dated 14/09/05 was forwarded to Home Department
vide office of the Chief Minister diary no.6885/CM dated
29/09/05. Consequently, the application dated 25/11/06 of
Complainant was also forwarded to Home Department vide P.A.
Department letter n0.9745 dated 15/12/06.

Subsequently, the Home Department vide their letter no.55434
dated 27/12/06 transferred the same application of the
Complainant to the Panchayati Raj Department under Section 6

(3) of RTI Act, 2005 ( Act for short).
