Kumar Nayak, ex-Establishment Officer and Minakhi Devi,
Dealing Assistant ( Medical Section), all of the Bhubaneswar
Municipal Corporation, Bhubaneswar ( BMC for short) are also
present. Heard. Perused the case record. The case had been earlier
heard by the State Commission on 08/02/07, 17/05/07, 23/08/07,
07/12/07, 18/04/08, 24/07/08 and 18/09/08. This matter arises out
of complaint petitions dated 20/10/06 and 22/01/07 arising out of
the same RTI application dated 08/08/06.

The main points relating to this complaint are that the Complainant
had sought information in form A application dated 08/08/06 from
the PIO, Housing and Urban Development Department on 5 points
regarding regularization of his service. Aswini Kumar Mohanty,
the then PIO-cum-Under Secretary, Housing and Urban
Development Department had stated on 08/02/07 that he has
informed the Complainant vide letter n0.20386 dated 08/09/06 that
the required information is available with Bhubaneswar Municipal
Corporation and they had sought the assistance of latter; and as
soon as the information is received the same will be provided to
him. He further stated on that day that the required information
furnished by the BMC had been provided to the Complainant vide
letter no. 30254 dated 26/12/06. However, the Complainant
stressed on the point that complete information had not been

supplied to him.

The State Commission had directed the Complainant to appear in
person before the PIO of the Public Authority on 13/02/07 and the
latter would provide the balance information, if any, that too , free

of cost by 01/03/07.
