Section) on 05/04/2007 to furnish the required information within 3

(three) days. The G.L.S ( I) Section submitted the required information on '
12/04/2007. Thereafter, the Complainant was requested to deposit the

required fee towards cost of providing information in form-‘B

20/04/2007 by the APIO.

The Complainant Satyabati Choudhury authorized her husband
Sadananda Sahu to receive the required information on her behalf in a

letter dated 02/05/2007 addressed to the A.P.I1.O., Finance Department.

Sadananda Sahu deposited the required fee/charges of Rs.2/- (Rupees
Two only ) on 02/05/2007 and received the required information on the
same day under due acknowledgement. As a few entries were missing in

the GIS passbook, she had preferred a complaint dated 11/07/07.

The PIO, Sankarsan Naik, prayed today that as the G.I.S.- passbook
bearing no.ED (Pry)-4201 has already been issued in favour of Satyabati
Choudhury, Teacher and same has been received by her husband, he

may be exonerated.
