Both parties are absent on call. Absence of Complainant, Nalini Kanta
Panda, is condoned as per Rule 9(2) of the Orissa Information
Commission (Appeal Procedure) Rules,2006. The absence of the PIC is
viewed seriously as he has neither sought leave of absence nor prayed
for an adjournment. The concerned officer should be careful in future.
This matter arises out of complaint petition dated 11.07.2007.

It reveals from the record that the Complainﬁnt in his form A application
dated 10.5.2007 had sought information on five points from the PIO,
G.A. Department regarding the number of encroachments detected so
far on public lands for uses such as, residential, commercial =tc
including the relevant government policies. Not receiving any response
to the RTI application, a representative of the Complainant filed a
petition dated 11.07.2007 with the Secretary, State Information
Commission, Bhubaneswar.

The procedure adopted by the Complainant in filing a complaint petition
is not provided for under the RTI Act, 2005. It is open to a Complainant/
Appellant to move the State Commission in a complaint case under
Section 18 (3) of the RTI Act but not by way of any representative

making such an application on his behalf.
